Weejeendimin

The Weejeendimin Native Resource Centre began operating in April 1985 at 265 King Street East, The Colonnade. Their purpose is to improve the cultural and social well being of the Native population in the Kitchener-Waterloo area.

The Centre acts as a drop-in centre for both Native and non-Native people in the community, and co-ordinates with agencies such as Anselma House, Alcontrol, Lutherwood, and the Working Centre. A large part of their work involves advocacy in both Provincial and family court settings. Another function of the Centre is public speaking and public awareness. Weejeedimin workers have done public speaking to many different groups such as; church groups, senior citizens, and public school and college groups. They provide workshops on legal, nutritional, budgeting and life skills as well as providing a cultural outlet for their members by selling locally made beadwork, carving and leatherwork. You are invited to drop in the centre to chat and view the crafts available.
