JOB SEARCH CLUB  
Looking for a job can almost be isolating but like any support group a Job Search Club is a way to feel a connection.

RESUME WRITING 
The objective of the resume writing information session is to provide each individual with a good understanding of the resume development process. 
Points to be included: Highlight why certain information should be used and how to display and organize those key aspects.  
We wish to ensure that clients have the knowledge and the ability to prepare their own resumes and understand that an effective resume is one of the 
most important tools of a job search. 
 
CAREER PLANNING

Your S.I.N. number is a piece of ID that many people do not realize is one of the most important pieces of identification you will ever have.  This card 
should never be carried with you unless a government agency requests to see it.   
There is no charge to establish a Service Canada Account which will be there for you for Unemployment, Canada Pension, Old Age Security and many 
other avenues. 
 
LABOUR MARKET INFORMATION GUIDE 
The Labour Market is a term used to name the job type and availability for a specific region. It is an important tool in one’s job search and career planning 
as it will aid in finding employment that match the future needs of the individual. By becoming aware of the market trends, wage prospects and what 
employers will be looking for from a potential employee, you can better prepare yourself for your chosen or yet to be chosen career path.
